Obituaries
Rev. Pamela McGee died February 25. 
Ordained on May 7, 1976, Pam was the first  
ordained woman in the ELCIC. For almost fifty  
years she opened doors and was a beacon of 
hope for so many people, including and es- 

pecially women. She attended Waterloo Luth- 
eran Seminary, and due to the significance 
and interest in the unique event of her ordina- 
tion by the former Eastern Canada Synod, the 
ceremony was moved to Morrisburg, ON’s 
local arena to accommodate the sheer volume 
of guests. She was later installed as the parish 
pastor at St. Paul’s, Morrisburg-Riverside.

Rev. Paul Swedberg, 90, died on March 13. 
Rev. Swedberg studied at Lutheran Theologi- 
cal seminary Saskatoon, and served the ELCIC 
as the pastor in churches in Stavely and Cam- 
rose, AB; Inglis and Russell, MB; Grand Forks, 
North Dakota; Ponoka and Wainwright, AB; 
and later part-time after retirement in Oliver 
and Kelowna, BC.
