Rev. Bob Langdon, 88, died March 2. Ordained
in 1993, he served in many parishes all over Sask-
atchewan and always wanted to stay in the rural

community to serve the farmers, his people.
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Sr. Margaret Tsan (born Kar Hang Tsan), 95,
died April 1. Sr. Margaret studied theology

at the Lutheran Seminary, Hong Kong, and
continued her studies in Canada. In 1970, she
was the first woman to receive a Masters of
Sacred Theology from Lutheran Theological
Seminary, Saskatoon. She was invested as

a deaconess in 1972, and consecrated in 1973.

Rev. David Metzger, 94, died April 3. Ordained
in 1956, he served various congregations in
the Ottawa Valley, ON, including St. John’s Peta-
wawa; St. Peter’s Alice; St. Timothy's Pembroke,
ON. In 1964, Dave received a call to Grace
Lutheran Church, Victoria, BC, where he and
the family remained for nine years. In 1973,

he returned to the Ottawa Valley following

a call to Zion Lutheran Church in Pembroke,
ON, and he remained in Ontario until his
retirement in 1990.
